Reservation and Registration for Camp

We will have a 2-step process for camp. The Reservation step will allow the Registrar to allocate rooms so that
the most families and campers can attend camp. A completed Reservation form and deposit are required to be
confirmed.

Upon the completion of the Reservation period, the Registrar will send out confirmations to campers to
complete the Registration forms and provide the remaining total that is due. We will have a waitlist for those
that are not confirmed and there is always the option for day visits as well.

Payment Methods
This year we have 3 ways to submit payments

m You may see a notice identifying the account owner as "Craig Norris," because Craig is
the person who opened the account on behalf of Family Camp.

m Additional 3% to cover credit card processing fees.

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m  Online at https://form.jotform.com/243507635065154
m Sent by email to the Family Camp Google Group email list and local churches and the
conference
o Form must be fully completed and submitted with a non-refundable deposit
o Note: Submitting a Reservation form does not guarantee a spot at camp
m Priority will be given to groups willing to share. The goal is to fill rooms to allow the most
campers to attend camp.
m Notification of reservation status will be sent out on or around April 3
m  Anyone without a confirmed reservation will be put on a waiting list until June 1.
o Full-time reservations can be converted to day visit reservations, but must
be reserved in advance and follow all the day visit guidelines (see below)
m If and when spots open up, reservation confirmations will be sent out on a lottery
basis.
m Deposits for those on the waiting list will be returned if a room can not be secured
and a day-visit reservation is not completed
m  Anyone not wishing to remain on the waiting list or convert to day visit can
request to be taken off the list and will have their deposit returned
m Registrar will give final determination of which reservations will be confirmed
m Registrar will send forms and remaining total due to those with confirmed reservations
o Information required:
m Indicate all the members of your group, including date of birth
m Indicate any mobility issues as it relates to going up and down steep inclines (all primary
areas are wheelchair accessible)

o Full-Time Sharing Reservations (Priority)
m Anyone staying for 3 days or more is considered full-time by Camp Koinonia
m  Must be willing to share or serve as a volunteer group leader for priority
m Sharing is generally defined as cohabitating with people outside of your immediate
family. The Registrar will have ultimate authority to determine whether a group is
considered to be sharing.
m Highly encouraged to self-organize into groups
m  Groups of 6 or 10 are ideal, but not a requirement
m Consideration that half of the beds in each room will be top bunks
o 3 bunk beds (6 beds total) or 5 bunk beds (10 beds total)
m Take the time to organize and prepare prior to reservation
m Make sure to indicate all the members of both your family and those you are sharing
with
m Matching of smaller groups can be requested. Grouping will be attempted but
there is no guarantee a match will be found.

m  Open spots will be offered (determined by lottery) if any are available after Full-time
reservations have closed
m Pricing

o $50 per camper ages 8 and older

o $25 per camper ages 3-7

o $0 per camper under 3 years old

o Non-refundable

m  Unless Family Camp cannot provide a room

o Day Visitor Reservations
No reservations needed for day visitors.
Registrations for day use can be made between May 1 and June 1.
Anyone coming just for the day and not staying overnight is considered a day visitor
Multiple day visits are allowed
Day visit dates must be registered in advance
m Ad hoc day visits during the week are not allowed
m If someone does not have a confirmed Day Visitor registration and they show up
on site, they will be asked to leave
See Day Visitor registration information below.

o April 3 - April 30
o Forms will be sent by the Registrar to those with a confirmed Reservation
m  Will include the remaining amount due
Forms must be fully completed and returned
Remaining amount due (as indicated by the Registrar) along with Registration forms
m Full-time Sharing with other families
o Total per camper price for Sunday to Saturday with a confirmed
Reservation
m  $550 per camper ages 14 and older

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Frequently Asked Questions

e What are the big differences between Camp Koinonia and other camps?
o Bathrooms
m Every room has its own bathroom (toilet, sink, shower)
e Some have 2 of each
m  Many recently renovated
o Number of rooms
m Less rooms at Camp Koinonia than some other camps
m Sharing of rooms will be crucial to allow the most campers to attend
m Groups of rooms are spread out across camp, not all within one lodge
o Inclines
m Steeper climbs to most cabins, but...
e All roads/paths are smooth and well maintained
e Rides will be available to transport folks that need it
o Climate
m Overall cooler temperatures
m  Morning and night are quite cool, typically warm clothes are needed
m Each room has its own heater and cooler
m Firepits and propane heaters around outdoor seating areas
o Surroundings
m Beautiful redwood forest surrounds the camp
m Nature trails up into the hills connect up and around camp
m Santa Cruz area and the coast are accessible
o Amenities
m Coffee bar
e Barista available to take specialty drink orders during certain times
e Self serve coffee as well
e Tables and benches with heaters to sit and enjoy coffee
m  Snack bar
e Servers available to take orders for treats and snacks during certain times
m Firepits
e 2 gas fire pits that turn on/off with a timer switch
e Chairs and benches around each fire
m Seating areas
e Many great areas to sit and relax with views of the main field area to watch all the
activities and appreciate the beauty of the surrounding redwood grove
e Table/chair groupings, Adirondack chairs, long benches along the railing
e Options in the shade or sun
m Heated pool
e Further away from the center of camp
e At the top of a steep road
e Smaller capacity than Silver Spur but...
